1. What do you do immediately before sitting down in your seat?
Make the sign of the cross

2. Spend a few minutes in silent prayer. Pray for God to help you, your family,
friends, and those who are less fortunate.
Discussion: This is an incredible gift in our lives to just sit in reflection. It is
hard in this day and age to STOP and meditate - no cell phones, video
games, outside influences. Whenever given this opportunity, seize it!

3. What do we call the seat/bench you are sitting on in church?
Pew

4. Besides the priest, who are the other people on the altar?
Deacons

5. How many people on the altar are wearing shoes?
Tricky question! No shoes are allowed on the altar. The altar servers wear footwear on the altar they they don't
wear anywhere else. Usually, we see them wearing slippers or socks. No shoes are allowed on the altar as it is a
sacred place/holy ground. The Biblical foundation is found in Exodus 3:5
“1Now Moses was tending the flock of Jethro his father-in-law, the priest of Midian, and he led the flock to the far side of the
wildemess and came to Horeb, the mountain of God. 2There the angel of the Lord appeared to him in flames of fire from
within a bush. Moses saw that though the bush was on fire it did not burn up. 3So Moses thought, “I will go over and see this
strange sight—why the bush does not burn up.” 4When the Lord saw that he had gone over to look, God called to him from
within the bush, "Moses! Moses!” And Moses said, *Here | am.” 5Do not come any closer,” God said. “Take off your
sandals, for the place where you are standing is holy grour Then he said, I am the God of your father,a the God of
Abraham, the God of Isaac and the God of Jacob.” At this, Moses hid his face, because he was afraid to look at God."

6. How many candles are lit ON THE ALTAR?
The altar has 14 candles (12 Apostles + 2 Archangels)

7. Whose picture is hanging on the altar?
The altar icon is Mary and baby Jesus (adapt if necessary for your church)

8. How many small crosses are hanging on the walls around the church?
There are 12 crosses in the foundation of the church or on the walls

9. Whatis the Armenian word for “cross?”
‘Khatchkar"

10. Whatis the name of the “cup” where the priest puts the Communion (Nushkhar) and wine?
Chalice or “Suh-gih” in Armenian

When you go up for Communion, look carefully at the priest's Chalice. Draw a picture of it on the back of this paper.
If time allows, have students to add some color to their pictures.
Hang students’ chalices on your classroom wall so that on our next Communion Sunday you may revisit the
‘treasures” that were learned from today!
