1.0n the left side of the stage the narrator narrates the story.

2. Mary sits on a stool with some yarn in her hand as she rolls it into a ball.

3. NARRATOR: Mary lived in Nazareth. She was engaged to a man named Joseph. One
day she saw (enter angel) an angel who said...”

4. An angel appears and speaks to Mary:

5. ANGEL: You are blessed. The Lord is with you. You will have a son and call his name
Jesus. He will be called the Son of God.

6. MARY: I will do whatever God asks of me.
7. Mary and angel exit. Stage hand take chair away.
8. Spotlights shifi to right side of stage to Joseph’s home where he is slecping on a mat.

9. NARRATOR: At his home Joseph was sleeping. He had a dream. An angel spoke to
him.

10. ANGEL: Joseph, the baby that Mary will have is from the Holy Spirit. Go ahead and
marry her. Then after the baby is born, name him Jesus, because he will save his people
from their sins.
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11. Stage lights are DARKENED. Set the Innkeeper’s house on right, stable and manger
on lefi. Inkeeper and wife go behind the doors.

12. Joseph and Mary, great with child enter from the lefi side of the stage and walk
slowly across the stage to the door which is at the end of the stage.

13. NARRATOR: Joseph and Mary were married. They traveled to Bethlehem, the city of
Joseph’s family to be listed in record books.

14.They KNOCK on the door and

15. Innkeeper OPENS, listens to them as Joseph silently asks for room.
16. Innkeeper shows them the STABLE where Mary is led by Joseph.

17. Stage lights are DIMMED as SILENT NIGHT is sung by the children.

18. The lights BRIGHTEN gradually to reveal the manger scene. There should be the
Jollowing: Mary, Joseph, baby Jesus, Shepherds, angels.

19. NARRATOR continues: In Bethlehem Mary’s son was born in a stable, because there
‘was no room for them in the inn. They named him Jesus.

20. KHORHOORT MEDS is heard as the lights are dimmed.
21. Joseph and Mary lie down on the mats. Baby Jesus is laid in the manger.

22. When singing ends a light shines from the left and enters an angel, comes and stays
by Joseph.

23. NARRATOR: An angel came again to Joseph in a dream.

24. ANGEL: Wake up Joseph, wake up! King Herod wants to kill your son. Take the
baby and his mother and go to Egypt. Stay there until I tell you to return,

25. Mary and Joseph exit left.

26. Lights DIMMED to change the scene.

27. Set Egyptian house on right.

28. Joseph and Mary holding the baby walk slowly with their donkey.
29. Pyramids are projected onto the screen.

30.When they approach the door of a house Joseph knocks on the door and a man and woman
open the door.
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31. JosEPH: We have come from Bethlehem. We are looking for a place to live. Can
you help us?

32. EGYPTIAN MAN: Welcome into our house. We will help you find a home and
some work for you.

33. Joseph, Mary, and baby enter through the door.

34. Lights are DIMMED for a few seconds.

35.Mary, Joseph and 3 year old Jesus are asleep.

36. Lights BRIGHTEN SOFTLY again.

37. The angel appears and touches Joseph who awakens.

38. NARRATOR: Three years later Joseph had another dream. The angel came to tell him

that it was safe to go back to Israel. Joseph took Mary, and little Jesus who was now three
years old and with their faithful donkey started back home.

39. As they start ling slowly the b d h from the
PYRAMIDS to the HILLY TERRAIN and the town of NAZARETH appears.

40. All children come on stage to sing Joy to the World.

(stage left)

Narrator:  The lawyer asked Jesus;

Jesus: Let me tell you a story. A man (man enters) was going down the road
from Jerusalem to Jericho. (enter robbers) Some robbers attacked him ,
took his clothes wounded him and left him lying there, aimost dead.

(robbers exit) (Jewish priest enters)

(as Samaritan does above actions — Jesus continues to talk)
