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Resurrection Sunday Activity:

Objects Needed:

two cardboard boxes, markers, 10 old items (an opened bottle of water, a half-bag of chips, etc, an old book,
old shoes, etc), 10 new items (unopened bottle of water, picture frame with the model family still in it, a flower
that's not wilted, a blank notebook, an unsharpened pencil, etc), blindfolds, masking tape

Instructions:

Separate the playing area into two spaces using the masking tape. Separate the students into two teams. Put
the box labeled old on one side, and the box labeled new on the other.

Each team will pick one student to be their representative. That student will stand in the middle of their side of
the playing field and be blindfolded. The other students will stand behind the playing field.
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Mix up the items so that there are five old items and five new items available to each team. At the same time,
give each player one item to feel. The blindfolded player will have to try and determine if it is a new item or old
item, and toss it in to the right box. If they toss it into the right box, but miss, their team must yell “MISS!" If this
happens, they have to find the item and walk it over to the box without taking their blindfold off.

Once the blindfolded players have placed all ten things in the boxes, the team has to correct any mistakes
they've made. They must remove any items from the wrong box and put them into the right box without using
their hands. They have to work together to put the items in the right boxes without using any hands.

The first team to separate the old items from the new items wins!

|_esson Tie-in:
