Book of Hebrews 
DATE:  February 23, 2020 

 

Preparation: 
(What I need to do and items to gather 
before I begin to teach.) 

• Bibles to use in class  
• White board or Poster paper 
• Markers 

Lesson Title:  The New Testament Book of Hebrews 
Continue your NEW Testament Wall display by hanging the “Hebrews” wall card. 

Scripture Reference(s):  Hebrews 1:1-4 – God’s Son is superior to all! 

Emphasis or Theme: There is no one greater than Jesus – Jesus is God 
Introducing the Story: 
(What you might say or do before the 
story to help create an interest or 
curiosity.) 

BEFORE CLASS:  Hang your “Hebrews” wall card on your New Testament wall 
display. 
 
SAY:  We are not sure who wrote the book of Hebrews – this is a great mystery.  But 
whoever it was, they wanted us to know that there is no one higher than Jesus.  Jesus 
is greater than the angels, greater than Moses, greater than any high priest, and 
greater than any other human religious figure.  Jesus is God! 
 
ASK:  What are some reasons to “cling on” to Jesus and follow His teachings?  What 
are some reasons that we should hold on to Jesus and make Him important in our 
lives?  (Brainstorm with students and write their responses on your board.) 
 
SAY:  Look at all these awesome reasons to have Jesus in our lives!  The book of 
Hebrews is written for Christians who already know Jesus and people who already 
have Him in their hearts.  The Book of Hebrews is written for believers like you and me! 

LESSON:   
Telling the Story Through the Bible: 
(Outline the story here.  Then 
describe the method you will use to 
tell the story.  Examples might 
include showing pictures, props, 
visuals, drawing as you tell, using 
puppets, costumed characters, 
dramatic storytelling or any number 
of other methods.) 

DRAW a triangle on your board. 
 
SAY:  Let’s think of some important people or leaders that we know in our world today.    
(Brainstorm answers and write students’ responses in the bottom portion of your 
triangle.)   Good job!  All of these people are known for doing important things. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
ASK:  Can anyone tell me what some of the things people were worshipping before 
Jesus?  (Add to your triangle responses, such as “Fire, Statues, etc.) 
 
SAY:    Now let’s think of some important people that we know from the Bible.  
(Brainstorm answers and write students’ responses in your triangle.  These can be 
people like Moses, Prophets, Angels, etc.)   Good work!  Our Triangle sure has a lot of 
important information regarding people and things that are and were very important at 
one time or another.

ASK:  Who do you think is at the top of our Triangle?  (Jesus/God!  Write in at very top 
of  triangle)   
 
SAY:  Yes!  Jesus is God.  There is no one higher than Him.  The book of Hebrews 
tells us that we don’t need anyone more than Jesus to forgive our sins – Jesus is 
enough! 
 
Back in the Old Testament, before Jesus was born, the old way was to sacrifice 
animals for people’s sins.  Thank goodness that the New Testament gave a new way 
for forgiveness!   This new way is Jesus.  The new way is to accept Jesus’ sacrifice on 
the cross.  Jesus offered himself once for all time and no further sacrifices are needed.  
God can now forgive, and will forgive, those who put their trust in Jesus.  This means 
that we should: 

• Hold fast to confession  
• Encourage one another to love and do good deeds 

 
The book of Hebrews is famous for 2 things: 

1. The mystery of who wrote it 
2. Its Chapter 11, which gives a “Hall of Game of the Faithful” – it has been 

nicknamed the “Hall of Faith” 
 
CHAPTER 11 is a long list of people from the Old Testament who through faith, 
accomplished great things.   
 
ASK:  Do you think you might know a character from the Old Testament that is 
included in the “Hall of Faith?”  This would be anyone that we read about in the Old 
Testament that did something worthy to be included on a list like this?  (On you board, 
write:  HALL OF FAITH.  If a student gives a name from the list below, write it on your 
board.  Maybe give “hints” to describe some of the people below to help students 
recollect.) 
Abel – offered the first sacrifice of faith for sin 
Enoch – walked with God 
Noah – built an ark with nobody thought there would be any use for it 
Abraham – left his homeland when God told him to and willing to offer his son as a 
sacrifice 
Sarah – came to believe what she at first had laughed at because she saw it as 
impossible 
Isaac – blessed his sons and foretold their future by faith 
Jacob – believed that God would keep his promises 
Joseph – believed that his bones would someday return to the Promised Land 
Moses’ parents – hid Moses when they saw he was a special baby 
Moses – chose to suffer with Israel and turned his back on Egypt 
People of Israel – walked through a sea on dry land and saw the walls of Jericho fall 
Rahab – trusted in the God of Israel 
Gideon – became a strong warrior 
Barak – defeated an army 
Samson – his weakness became his strength 
Jephthah – defeated armies 
Samuel – directed God’s people by faith 
David – riled God’s people by faith 
The Prophets – did amazing deeds by their faith
