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THE PAST: The black center represents the sufferings of 1915,
and the dark aftermath of the Armenian Genocide.

. of Armenian communities across the world—all of whom stand

THE FUTURE: The five petals represent the five continents
where survivors of the Armenian Genocide found a new home.
T'he dark purple color is meant to recall the priestly vestments ol
the Armenian Church—which has been, is, and will remain at the
heart of the Armenian Christian identity.

ETERNITY: The twelve lrapezoids represent the twelve pillars
of the Dzidzernagapert Armenian Genocide memorial in Yerevan,
Armenia. The vellow color represents light, creativity, and hope.
