• Craft sticks (each student needs 8) 
• “Love Is” template (to follow) 
•Glue 
• Scissors 
•Markers 
• Paper or Plastic cups 
• Colored Construction paper 

 

PREPARATION:   
•  Print copies of “Love Is” template - 1 for each student  
 

REVIEW:  Apostle Paul, in 1 Corinthians 13:4-7, teaches us what “Love Is.”   
 
DIRECTIONS:  
1. Give each student a copy of the “LOVE IS” template.  Color and Cut out.  (Students will have 16 paper strips)   

2. Give each student 8 craft sticks.   

3. Students will glue 1 paper strip to the front of each craft stick.  

4. Then, turn each craft stick over and glue another paper strip to the back. 

5. Let the glue dry completely.  

6. Cut out a heart from construction.  On it, write:  “Love.”  Glue to outside of cup.   

7. Place all craft sticks into paper/plastic cup.   

7. Instruct students to take their “Love” cups home and each day, remove 1 craft stick to remind themselves what 
“Love Is,” (as taught by apostle Paul in the book 1 Corinthians), and how they can show others “Love” that day.
